1. Site Preparation
The existing mortar is removed using 
a saw, and the application area is 
thoroughly cleaned out.

2. Apply the Caulk
Using a caulk gun, a steady bead of caulk 
is inserted into and along the crack.

Excess caulk is removed with a putty 
knife to ensure a smooth surface.

5. Complete
The concrete joint is now sealed and 
protected!

4. Conceal
To conceal the caulk, sand is scattered 
over the top before drying.
